Ɓ1. Remove tools, nails, ladders, door and 

window frames(use volunteers), nail aprons, 

hammers, from the storage pod.

Ɓ2. Run at least 2 power lines from the power 

source to the house and gables.

Ɓ3. Get circular saws, router, reciprocating 

saw, from tool truck

Ɓ4. Set up saw horses for cutting

Å Will require using 16p,8p, 16p galvanized (for pressure treated 

lumber) button nails, galvanized cut nails (for pressure treated 

lumber) and 20p nails
